Dear HS MSE student,

In order for you to receive college credits for the courses you complete at HS MSE, you must be officially registered for the courses with CCNY.  You cannot be registered for any course at CCNY if you have any “stops” on your account.  If you receive this letter, it means that you have a “Meningitis Stop” on your account.

To get the “stop” removed, you need to follow these steps:

1) Go to http://www.cuny.edu, click on “Log-in”, click on “Register Now”, click on “Student”, and enter the information required. If you provided us with your social security number when registering for our College Now course, then use that number.  If you did not, and provided your student OSIS#, then use that.

 

2) After registering, you will always need to log-in to the CUNY Portal and click on “eSIMS” to remove this stop. 

 

3) After submitting this information, you should be able to view several links on the left hand side of the screen.  One of them will reference your “Meningitis Stop”.

 

4) Click on that link and read the following page and check the box that applies to you.
If you are under the age of 18, you will need to do this in the presence of a parent/guardian.
